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Approximately 20 NADD members joined in discussion during the meeting of the Task Force on Structure held October 13, 2010.  At that meeting, participants agreed to send forward to the NADD leadership issues for further discussion by the NADD membership.  Several of these issues hold specific interest for social work programs that are embedded in larger academic units, and others have greater applicability to the total NADD membership.

1. A serious market issue is the expanding need for doctoral faculty with the growth of the number of social work programs.  How should we as a profession address this?  There are two related issues:

a. Many doctoral programs are focused entirely on research, an important professional need.  If this is the single area of concentrated study and preparation for most doctoral programs, how are doctoral students prepared to teach in the programs that give primary interest to teaching, or for that matter, to all schools?

b. How does a program develop a doctoral program?  What are the necessary resources and issues to consider?

2. How do embedded programs and even those programs that include other disciplines manage the relationship with different disciplines?

3. Enrollment management has become an increasing focus of institutions.  How do we right size programs, ensuring quality and meeting the institutional pressures for growth?
